Aluminum Foil Sculptures
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You'll need:
Aluminum Foil
Imagination

Use enough Aluminum foil to firmly twist and ball up to the desired design. Can be mounted on wood block with glue gun, or thumb tacks.
No Mess Sculptures
Kid's craft ideas that help children to explore, learn and create.

Straw Sculptures
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You'll need: Bendable Straws,
tape, paper clips, cardboard

Cut straws to different lengths. Snip a slit at one end of some of the straws. Insert straws into each other to form desired shape. Paper clips can be used for angled joints by bending into S & U shapes and inserted into the straws. To make the "fireworks" cut several slits and curl with scissors as you would do to curling ribbon.
Spring Time Windsock - 
Not just for Spring -- This easy to make craft is perfect for anytime – Use your imagination
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You'll Need:
Empty cardboard ice cream container
Colored construction paper
White glue
String
Crepe paper streamers
Hole punch
Scissors
Stapler


Thoroughly wash the ice cream container, then discard the top and cut out the bottom. Glue construction paper around the outside of the container. Cut strips of crepe paper streamers and attach them to one end of the container with a stapler. Use the remaining paper to cut an glue decorations onto your windsock or use markers to color and decorate. Children may find it easier to decorate their paper before attaching it to the ice cream container. Use the hole punch 
to make four holes evenly around the top of the windsock. Thread string through the holes and double knot. Tie all four strands together at the top to make the hanger. 

Kit's Tip:
After gluing the construction paper around,
to cover the container, secure the edges with a few staples.
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
